Stylistic Devices:
I. MAGIC THREE – Three items in a series, separated by commas that create a poetic rhythm or add support for a point, especially when the items have their own modifiers (also called parallelism).

EXAMPLE: “In those woods, I would spend hours listening to the wind, climbing trees and spying on nesting birds, and giving the occasional wild growl to give the impression I was one of the woodland creatures.”

II. FIGURATIVE LANGUAGE – non-literal comparisons – such as similes, metaphors and personification – help to create a vivid picture for the reader.

EXAMPLE: “My room was hot, cramped and stuffy as a train in the middle of the Sahara.”

III. SPECIFIC DETAILS FOR EFFECT – Instead of giving vague descriptions, use specific descriptions that appeal to the senses, and help the reader to picture the person, place or thing you are describing.

EXAMPLE: “The car groaned along, choking and puttering, as it tried to make its way down the dust-covered, dimly lit road in search of some place it could get some gas.”

IV. REPETITION FOR EFFECT – Writers often repeat specific words to make a point or emphasize a feeling or idea.

EXAMPLE: “My tree house in my only shelter away from my annoying sister, away from my brother who breaks my toys, and away from the chores my parents always ask me to do.”

V. EXPANDED MOMENT – Instead of speeding past a moment, writers expand it by describing the actions of a character.

EXAMPLE:  “But no, I had to go to school.  And as I said before, I had to listen to my math teacher preach about numbers…I was tired of hearing her annoying lecture about a+b.  I glared at the clock on the wall, silently threatening the hands to go faster…”

VI. FULL CIRCLE ENDING – Sometimes writers repeat the idea they began with when they get to the end to bring the reader “full-circle”.

EXAMPLE:  beginning – “Sometimes I feel like I’m the only person in the world.  In the hallways, people walk by laughing, joking.  On the bus, everyone saves seats for their buddies, while I have to ask someone to share with me.  At home, my parents talk about work and money.  No one asks, “how was your day?”  Sometimes I feel like I’m the only person in the world.
