Weeks 6 & 7 – blocking & movement, characterization, stage & script 

Weeks 8 & 9 – play production, directing

Weeks 10 & 11 – technical theatre: costumes, make-up, lighting and sound

Weeks 12 & 13 - independent theatre history projects, start group scene projects

Weeks 14 & 15 – play study & film review

Week 16 – final & review
Throughout the course outline, we will integrate study of theatre history and important terminology.
