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1. Scan a passage to determine whether a text contains relevant information.


Evidence: College and Career Graphic Organizers

2. Distinguish between apparent fact and opinion in nonfiction texts.


Evidence: Works Cited page and/or web evaluation rubric

3. Analyze and synthesize the concepts and details in informational texts.


Evidence: Research paper

4. Explain how new information from a text changes personal knowledge.


Evidence: completed KWL 

5. Develop an appropriate strategy for finding information on a particular topic.


Evidence: Boolean quiz, screen shot of advanced search, KWL 

6. Use referencing while doing research.


Evidence: notes over sources, primary source notes, proof of active reading in your sources (notes, 
highlighting, etc)

7. Identify and use library information services.


Evidence: Boolean quiz, database source

8. Use search engines and other internet resources to do research.


Evidence: print-outs (bridges, career one stop, etc)
