Vocational/Technical Education is available in conjunction with the Westbrook Regional Vocational Center or the Portland Arts and Technology High School.

Honors mathematics courses are available in Algebra II, Functions, Statistics, & Trigonometry, and Pre-Calculus.  Other Honors classes are offered in English, Civics, World History, Latin II, III, IV & V, Spanish  II, III, IV & V, French III, IV & V, U.S. History, Earth Science, Biology, Chemistry, Physics I & II.  Advanced Placement courses are available for English III AP, English IV AP, US History AP, AP Calculus, AP Statistics, Biology II AP, Chemistry II AP, and Physics II AP.
